Selection by vote on April 
19th as delegate to the District 
Convention is only the first 
step in the long and competi-
tive selection process for Na-
tional Democratic Convention 
delegates.   

The February Democratic 
Primary in Virginia resulted in 
54 pledged delegates for Sena-
tor Barack Obama and 29 
pledged delegates for Senator 
Hillary Clinton. Our Fauquier 
Committee has the opportunity 
to send delegates to the Con-
gressional District Conventions 
in May to select 54 delegates 
and 11 alternates. An additional 
18 at large delegates, 11 party 
leader and elected official dele-
gates plus three alternates, and 
two un-pledged add-on dele-
gates will be elected at the Vir-
ginia State Democratic Con-
vention in June, 2008.  

The Democratic Party of 
Virginia State Convention is 
scheduled for June 14, 2008 at 
the Hampton Roads Conven-
tion Center in Hampton. The 
National Democratic Conven-
tion will be held August 25-28, 
2008 in Denver, Colorado.
